Issue 1: Resolving the Annexation of Crimea.
Issue 2: Ensuring the Safe Disposal of Explosives.

Delegates will be debating on the annexation of a peninsula between Ukraine and Russia known
as Crimea. In 2014, Russian troops captured crucial areas in Crimea and the Crimean Supreme
Court shortly after making it a part of Russia.

The delegations will discuss the widespread corruption in the Lebanese government. It is
believed that this was the main reason behind the Beirut Port explosion. Although the
government resigned after the explosion, there is no guarantee that the upcoming government



will be any better. The delegations intend to come up with anti-corruption measures that will
insure better government performance in the future.

Issue 1: Addressing the possible collision of public health and profit if a coronavirus vaccine is
developed.
Issue 2: Addressing the Need for an Exit Strategy of COVID-19 Measures.

It has long been a predicament for governments to limit pharmaceutical companies’ exploitation
of the ill’s need for a cure. With the coronavirus being a global pandemic, it will be a challenge
for all governments worldwide to regulate the pricing of the cure. Although, it is of equal
importance to attempt to tackle the global effects of COVID-19, such as economic damage.

In the United States, migrants are being held in ICE (Immigration and Customs Enforcement)
detention centers. Allegations have been made that officials in ICE force detainees at these
camps to clean up facilities without proper safety equipment during the pandemic.Additionally,
in Libya, migrants are routinely forced to work long hours with no access to water. Many are
raped, tortured, and are dying of malnutrition increasing the risk of the spreading of diseases
among them COVID-19. Delegates will work together to propose solutions to prevent these
abuses against migrants.
